


Safety warnings and recommendations

Do not eat BEBE CHERIE. Before using BEBE CHERIE, make sure to read all the instructions helow, and this User Manual. BEBE CHERIE should be connected to the included

AC adapter or a power supply of the type described in this manual. Before connecting BEBE CHERIE fo other devices, furn off the powier to all units. Turm on your speakers

after powering BEBE CHERIE. Do not place things on the top of the AC adapter which could prevent normal cooling. If your BEBE CHERIE is unused for a long period of fime,
disconnect the AC adapter from the outlet. BEBE CHERIE, in combination with an external amplification system or headphones, may generate a high sound level, which could
potentially damage your ears. Do not operate BEBE (HERIE for a long period of time at a high volume level. It's safer fo keep reasonable levels and start with |ow volume. Do
ot expose BEBE CHERIE and its AC adapter to rain, moisture, dust, sand or dirt. Do not pour liquids into BEBE CHERIE and its AC adapter. Never use or store BEBE CHERIE near
water, for example sea, swimming pool, bathtub, kitchen or bathroom sink. BEBE CHERIE should be located away from high temperatures (> 35 degrees C), for example direct
sunlight in an enclosed vehicle, radiators, heat registers, stoves or other heat sources. Only clean BEBE CHERIE with a soft, dry cloth. Do not apply any liguids or alcohol. Do

not apply excessive vibration forces fo BEBE CHERIE, do not drop it and always transport it i ifs original packaging or in shock-absorhing material. Never climb on fop of, nor
place heavy objects on BEBE CHERIE. Some parts of BEBE CHERIE are fragile (such as the housing and some electronic components), so dropping it might damage your BEBE
CHERIE. Repair work resulting from dropped BEBE CHERIE is not covered by the normal warranty of the product. Do not leave small children alone with BEBE CHERIE, and do
niot let them se BEBE CHERIE unless they are capable of following all the rules for the safe operation of BEBE CHERIE. Do not open (or modify in any way) BEBE CHERIE or its
AC adapter.

This warranty is limited o
replacement or repair of the product. The unit can only be refurned for repair fter agreement from OTO Machines. Customer covers shipping cost of faulty BEBE CHERIE to OTO
Machines and OTO Machines covers shipping cost back fo customer.
